ARTICLE V. NOMINATIONS AND ELECTIONS
Section 1. Nominations
Current :
a. There shall be a nominating committee of five members, elected or appointed as fol-
lows: two of whom shall be elected at a general meeting and three shall be elected by the
board of directors at the first board meeting of the fiscal year, one of whom shall be ap-
pointed chair of the committee.
Change:
a. There shall be a nominating committee of five members, elected or appointed as fol-
lows: three shall be elected at a general meeting and two shall be appointed by the board
of directors. One member shall be selected chair by the committee.
Rationale: more involvement from the general membership.

ARTICLE IX. FINANCIAL ADMINISTRATION

Section 3. Budget .

Current:

The board shall adopt an annual budget for presentation to the branch no later than the
fall meeting.

Change:

The annual budget shall be reviewed by the board of directors, published in the branch
newsletter, and adopted by the membership no later than the first general meeting.
Rationale: Having the members vote on the budget allows a sense of ownership.
